The recipient of this scholarship must:

Have completed a conservation or equestrian-related project, in or around

Highland Township, which is consistent with the HEC mission.  The HEC 

mission is to “conserve and protect our natural resources while preserving the 

rural character and equestrian heritage in and around Highland Township.”

□
Provide one letter of recommendation.

□
Attach a copy of their high school transcript showing their grade point.
□
Be a current student in their last year of secondary school prior to entering college.

□
Show a copy of registration documenting your acceptance and enrollment to a

nationally accredited college or university prior to the scholarship being released.

□
Along with the application, attach a 500 word essay stating 

· Their field of study, 

· Description of how their ecological/environmental/conservation or horse-related project benefits the community

· Why they should receive this scholarship

Selection will be based on the applicant’s submission with preference given to those applicants that volunteer in activities and are seeking a career path that benefits the rural character of the community.  This would include environmental/ecological sciences, land stewardship, conservation and protection of natural resources, equestrian or agricultural programs, nature studies, rural planning, or related professions.

Applications will be judged by a committee of HEC members with final approval by the HEC Board of Directors.  The scholarship recipient will be recognized at their school’s Honor’s Night Assembly in the spring, or at an HEC Board Meeting.  The scholarship funds will be presented after a copy of an acceptance letter and proof of registration to the college/university is sent to the HEC.  The funds will be in the form of a check made out to the student.
Deadline – Scholarship must be post marked no later than Friday March 30, 2012 to be considered for the scholarship.
